He, along 
with his wife and two companions, trekked through virgin terrain to the edge of 
the plateau and then descended a steep cliff. They returned to the civilisation 
after 11 days of odyssey. The plane was later remove from the top the Tepui by 
the air force and placed in front of the airport terminal in Ciudad Bolivar where it 
now resides.

Our drive takes about 2 and half hours. 
On the way we stop at some 
unbelievable panoramic views  at the 
Top Flat Mountains. The lunch is served 
at the waterfall cathedral , where we 
refresh ourselves in the cool water. This 
hidden waterfall has its name from the 
roots that look like organ pipes.  
We reach El Paují in the afternoon and 
stay overnight in a camp with a tropical 
garden.  
In the afternoon there is plenty of time to

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Los Llanos is the animal paradise of Venezuela. Pink river dolphins, Iguanas, 
Turtles, Capybaras, Howler Monkeys, Caymans, Snakes, different fishes and 
birds have here their home.  
 
Day 1: 
 
We start at 06:30 a.m. in Mérida. Our 
drive leads us along the Mucubaji 
Lagoon  and the St. Domingo 
Valley.  On our way we find a place 
where are lots of butterflies. We stop 
for a butterfly observation as most of 
our guides are specialists in this field 
they can explain us a little. In the 
midday we arrive in Barinas, where 
we have lunch at a typical 
restaurant. After 4 more hours we 
arrive in San Vicente . Our dinner 
and overnight stay is in this small 
fishing village, in our private house, next to the Apure River in San Vicente. At 
night we start our 2 hours night tour  by boat to observe snakes and caimans. 
We only catch animals by hand and if you want to have a closer look at the 
animal. No ropes are used which can hurt the animals. We are totally against 
captured animals.  
 
Day 2: 
 
After breakfast we go further south for 
wildlife and birds  observation by 
boat . We return to the Camp for lunch. 
In the afternoon we go on a 4 hour 
boat ride for a closer wildlife 
observation in a different area. Pink

Here 
you have the chance to observe parrots, toucans, hoatzin birds, piranhas and 
caimans. The Indian tribe “Warao” lives in this region. The name “Warao” 
means “man with boat”. 
 
Day 1:  
After checking in and a nice lunch in Piacoa 
the first trip starts around 14:00. We go by boat 
to the river arms Tipirua und Piacoa . Today 
we visit a traditional Indian family . They 
explain us a little about their culture and 
traditions. Most of the time we are 
accompanied by sweet water dolphins, 
howler monkeys and many birds . They offer 
you some great photo-opportunities! Cold 
drinks are served on board. We will be back at 
the posada around 18:00.

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The River Caura is a quite unknown river in the centre of Venezuela. It is a 
hidden paradise with a great beach, an amazing waterfall and lots of 
opportunities to observe wild animals.

Bolivar  in our 4x4 Toyota to Maripa . 
The drive takes about 4 hours. In 
Maripa we have lunch and pack the 
boat in order to get to our first camp . 
This boat ride also takes about 4 
hours. On the boat ride there will be 
plenty of time to observe some 
animals and enjoy the great nature. In 
the camp we have dinner.  
 
Day 2:  
 
After breakfast, we continue the way 
up the river and reach the Indio village 
Niachare . Here we will meet the 
natives of Yekwana. We will visit the 
village and its Conuco . This is the 
place where they plant their Yuka. 
Yuka is used for their special bread 
and their beer. In the afternoon we will 
go fishing in the river. Dinner and 
overnight stay is in a side river of Rio 
Caura. 
 
Day 3: 
 
After breakfast we will go to "El 
Playón " at the lower end of Rio Caura. 
It has a beautiful beach and the rapids 
invite you to a refreshing bath. Our 
overnight stay and dinner will be in the 
camp. 
You won’t forget the beautiful sunsets 
in the night and the next morning. 
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Day 4: 
 
Today we will walk for about 7 km to the 
exciting waterfall Para .  
The walk is easy and the nature really 
overwhelming. During rain season the 
waterfall has more water than the well 
known Iguassu Falls.  
At the afternoon we return to "El Playón" 
and will have dinner. 
 
 
 
Day 5: 
 
Time has come to say goodbye to this 
paradise. After breakfast we go back by 
boat to Maripa and have the chance to 
see some wild animals on the way. In 
Maripa we have lunch and later we return 
with our Toyota to Ciudad Bolivar where 
we will arrive at about 6pm.

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Roraima is one of the best trekking trips in Latin America or even world wide. 
Trek to the lost world to receive incredible views and meet another world with 
70% of endemic lifestyle. This is unique in the world. 
 
Day 1: 
In the morning we leave Santa Elena 
for a 2 hours drive to the last Indian 
Village before Roraima. Paraitepuy  
is 1600 m above sea level and will 
be our starting point for the trekking 
to the Lost World. We will walk about 
5 hours trough open savannah 
before reaching the Tök Camp at a 
height of 1050m.  
 
Day 2:  
After a good breakfast we start a five-hour walk 
to the Base camp , which is 1870m above sea 
level. In order to reach it we need to cross two 
rivers, which can be tricky because the 
Kukenan River grows after rainfall to a 
respectful stream. Our experienced guides will 
help with the first adventure crossing the river. 
The walk also requires 2 hours uphill walking. 
On our way we will cross smooth hills in the 
savannah and beautiful landscapes covered 
with orchids and carnivores. In the afternoon we will reach the Base camp. 
 
Day 3: 
After having breakfast in the camp we start 
off to the tough part of the day: a 2-hour 
steep hike in the jungle. Afterwards we will 
be exhausted but amazed by the beauty and 
the overwhelming number of bromeliads, 
ferns and other rare plants. Finally we can 
touch the wall of the Roraima Mountain and 
a small waterfall will bring us our much 
needed refreshment! From there we need 
another hour to ninety minutes to reach the 
top , which is 2700 meters  above sea level. 
The path leads us through the jungle and over stones of different forms and 
shapes. Stones  looking like sea turtles  or dragonheads  welcome you finally 
at the top. A light lunch will be served at the camp. Now we have the whole 
afternoon for discovering the closer area around the camp. The evening will end 
with a delicious meal served by our guides.

Day 4:  
The whole day we will discover the mystical top 
of the Roraima and feel the magic related to the 
mountain. We will find thousands of faces and 
sculptures in bizarre stone formations , some 
might remind us of lizards or Fidel Castro, 
others will seem to us like fantasy creatures or 
fairy tale witches. We will be amazed by the 
valley of crystals  and the fantastic view  from 
the top of Roraima to the valley. When the fog 
rises up the mountain we can feel the mystery. 
And do not be surprised when you feel like you are walking on the moon 
because the surface looks just alike. A light lunch will be given on the way and a 
delicious meal will be served at the camp in the evening. 
 
Day 5: 
In the morning we will have a last chance to 
take some pictures before you descend the 
mountain again to reach the campsite at Rio 
Tök. Today we have to walk about 7 hours 
downhill that means from 2700m down to 
1050m above sea level. Shortly before the 
camp we have to cross the two rivers from the 
first day again. A light lunch is given on the 
way and at the camp there will be served a 
warm meal. At the end of the day we can enjoy 
a great swim in the river with a fabulous view to the Kukenan and Roraima 
mountains. 
 
Day 6: 
After the last four hours of walking we will 
reach the Indian village Paraitepuy  again. 
Please watch out! Every tourist is searched for 
crystals by the park rangers. The crystals are a 
lot more beautiful on the top of Roraima then in 
your apartment at home! Our Toyotas are 
already waiting for us with cold drinks and 
lunch. After lunch we go back to Santa Elena . 
In agreement of the group there is a short stop 
at the Quebrada de Jaspe with its brilliant red shining Jaspe stones.

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According to legends collected by Koch Grunberg in the Gran Sabana in 1911,  
the Mount Roraima was originally a big magnificent mythical tree.  
The tree reached far up to the sky over the clouds and over the rainforest.  
Its top was heavily laden with fruits. The ancestors of the Pemon people wanted 
to harvest these fruits and somehow felled the great tree.  
While doing so, the tree pumped so much water out of its cut trunk that it 
flooded rapidly the savannah country. The top of the tree with its delicious fruits 
fell down into the inaccessible forests to the north and was lost. Since the 
Pemon were only accustomed to live in the savannah they continued to 
cultivate “conucos (shifting crops)” on the nutrient poor soils of the Gran Sabana 
while the stump of the great tree remained them always of the experiences of 
their ancestors

Mount Roraima is located directly at the point where Venezuela, Guyana and 
Brazil meet: It is the highest table mountain.  
The Pemons call the them Tepuis.  
Even today the Tepuis belong to the least discovered regions of our planet.  
Roraima is about 34 square kilometres big and the height at the Triple Point is 
2.723 meters above sea level.  
On the summit there is almost no vegetation and animal life, but for those plants 
and animals, which do exist, there is a great interest.  
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1. Day: Paraitepui – Tök Camp 
2. Day: Tök Camp – Base Camp 
3. Day: Base Camp – Camp 
4. Day: Hochplateau 
5. Day: Camp – Tök Camp 
6. Day: Tök Camp – Paraitepui 
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The Chirikayen Mountain has a hight of1650m above sea level and is easy to 
climb in three days. You will cross savannah, rainforests and see small gold or 
diamond mines. Feel the magical world of flat-top mountains and enjoy the 
fantastic views from the top. This is a great trip for beginners to get the feel for 
trekking! 
 
Day 1: 
 
We go about 90 minutes by Toyota from 
Santa Elena to the typical Indian village of 
Chirikayen . From here we start our 4 and 
a half hour hike to the foot of the 
Chirikayen Mountain. “Chirika” means in 
the Pemon´s language "small parrot" and 
“yen” means "place". Our overnight stay is 
in tents next to a small lagoon . 
 
 
Day 2:  
 
After breakfast it takes 45 minutes to 
reach the mountain and nearly two hours 
to hike to the top at 1650m . Then you 
cross the mountain which takes another 
two hours. The campsite will be right next 
to the abyss  from  the mountain . You 
won't forget this view! The rest of the 
afternoon is spent exploring the top of 
Chirikayen and discovering unique plants 
and taking pictures. We have dinner and 
sleep in tents on the top of the mountain. 
 
Day 3: 
 
After breakfast we cross the mountain  
again and spot orchids or carnivorous  
plants . Then we walk a different way back 
to Santa Elena. We walk around seven 
hours , mostly through the Gran Sabana!  
Lunch is served on the way. With some luck 
you can see anteaters or deer. One group 
even saw a jaguar!

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The Auyán Tepui is the origin of the famous Angel Falls with almost 1000m free 
fall. This flat-top mountain is the biggest mountain in the Gran Sabana.  
 
Day 1: 
 
We start at 7:30 in the morning in Ciudad 
Bolivar with a small plane. On the way to 
the Auyán Tepui we see the "Cerro 
Bolívar", one of the largest iron ore mines 
in the world. Its red colour is a great 
contrast to the surrounding green of the 
jungle. A short time later we see the 
border of the Guri Lake.  It is the 8th 
largest manmade lake in the world. 
In Canaima National Park the huge wall of 
the Auyán Tepui rises in front of us. If the 
weather permits we fly along the tepuis‘ 
east wall until we reach the Devil‘s 
Canyon. This huge Canyon almost 
swallows us and we follow the Churun 
River until the Angel Falls  comes in sight. 
This fall is the highest waterfall in the 
world with almost 1000 meter free fall. At 
mid day we reach Uruyen where our trek 
starts. Until the light lunch we have some time to go swimming and in the 
meantime the luggage and food for 7 days is spitted between the porters. We 
start with the trek in direction to Guayaraca , the camp on the first step of the 
mountain. Already here we see the difference in the vegetation of the "lower 
Savannah" and the higher regions of the mountains. We reach the camp at 
about 5 pm. This day includes 3-4 hours of walking  
 
Tag 2: 
 
After breakfast we go through the high 
Savannah and before the sun burns to 
strong we reach the shadow of the middle 
rain forest. The big wall of Auyan Tepuis 
comes closer and we meet the first member 
of endemic flat-top mountain plants. The 
path is not anymore easy to see and wet 
roots make our walk difficult. At about 3-4 
pm we reach the "El Peñon" Camp , which 
is an overhanging rock at 1600m. Today 
we walk about 6-7 hours.  
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Day 3:  
 
During morning in about 1600 meter 
height we can look down at an ocean of 
clouds. First we walk to "El Libertador"  
which is our entrance to climb further up 
this flat-top mountain. After just 90 
minutes walking we reach the Paloma 
wall  which disappears in the clouds. We 
take a little break as here starts the tough 
part of the trek. We have to overcome 
rocks which do not give us any holds for 
our hands. On five places we need ropes. 
It is a difficult part but the vegetation is 
incredible. Arriving on top the landscape 
is completely different. We take our lunch 
next to the abyss at the “Pico 
Libertador”. 
From here it is just three hours until we 
reach at about 5 pm "El Oso",  a 
welcoming overhanging rock. This is our 
camp for the next 3 nights. Nearby is a beautiful cascade of waterfalls inviting 
to bath. This day includes 6-7 hours of walking . 
 
 
Day 4:   
 
This morning is for relaxing, cleaning 
clothes and hopefully drying them. After 
lunch we have a lot of time for observing 
the unique vegetation . 
Our guide will explain to us the detailed 
vegetation of this area. Today we just 
need to walk 3 hours .  
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Day 5: 
 
After breakfast we are on the way to 
"Campo Lecho" after the big curve 
of the Churun River. For this we trek 
through the rocky scenery of Auyan 
Tepui with black rocks and small 
islands of endemic plants. There is no 
visible end of the high plateau and all 
rivers are called "Churun". The 
reason is explained by our guide 
when he tells the Indian tales. We 
leave the plains and enter a green 
heaven of rain forest explaining the 
need of the river. After this walk we take our lunch at a charmed place on the 
curve of the Churun River . We can go swimming and jump from the rocks into 
the clear red shining water. Path permitting we go to a place where the river 
disappears for 300 meter in the rocks and comes boiling back to the surface. 
Now it is time to turn in order to reach the "El Oso"  at about 4 pm. Today we  
walk about 6-7 hours.  
 
 
Day 6:  
 
Today we leave the camp as early as 
possible walk the way down and we just stop 
at "El Peñon"  for lunch. It is a long walk but 
just downhill and we walk carefully. At about 
6 pm we are back in Guyayaraca. Today we 
walk 7-8 hours.  
 
 
 
Day 7:   
 
The last part of the trek starts after breakfast. 
Until now we saw Kavac  only as the birds do, 
but at 3 pm we arrive there and get cold 
drinks! After our 7 day adventure we sit again 
at tables and enjoy the famous Kavac 
chicken barbecue. The overnight stay here is 
in hammocks. Today we walk 6 hours. 
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Tag 8: 
 
Until the plane takes us back to Ciudad Bolivar 
we use the time to visit the famous Canyon of 
Kavac. We swim through the narrow canyon to 
an opening cave with an impressive water fall. 
After this excursion our plane is ready to take off 
and we say good bye to Auyán Tepui. Today 
we walk just 2 hours.
